OUR HISTORY

CMI Medical Missions was formed in 2008 as a separate division of Christopher Ministries Incorporated, with the goal of sharing the God of comfort by providing healthcare to underserved communities worldwide.  We recruit and lead teams of 20-30 healthcare providers who set up temporary medical, dental and optometry clinics in the communities where we work.  We are currently involved with yearly trips to Duyure, Honduras and biannual trips to Port-au-Prince, Haiti.  We are in the planning stages for a trip to Dona Manga, Chad in early 2012. WHY ARE WE HERE?

We have a dream for a Hendersonville-wide mission trip to Haiti in October 2012.  Members of previous medical teams have come from Our Lady of the Lake, First Baptist Hendersonville, Long Hollow Baptist, LifeChurch.tv, and Hendersonville Community Church, and we have a vision for a team composed entirely of Christians in our city.  We believe that a trip of this type will bring us all to a greater understanding of the bond that we share in Jesus Christ, and contribute to a sense of unity in His local Church.



TRIP PROPOSAL


DATES:			

October 6-13, 2012.  

COST:

Approximately $1200 per person, with some variability based on the price of the airline tickets.  That price will include airfare, hotel, ground transportation, and daily breakfast/dinner.   

ACCOMODATIONS:

Generally we stay at the Habitation Hatt hotel (www.habitationhatt.com), which is quite nice and very close to the airport.  If price becomes an issue, we can consider one of several local guest houses.

TEAM:

Size is usually limited to 30, based on the availability of transportation.   Specifically we would be looking for: pastors, dentists, dental hygienists, physicians, physician assistants, nurse practitioners, nurses, optometrists, paramedics/EMTs, pharmacists, and physical therapists, as well as anybody who speaks French or Haitian Creole.  

WORK PLAN:

There are multiple opportunities and sites available.  Specific plans would be based largely on the make-up of the team, but we would expect to provide a medical, dental, and optometry clinic treating approximately 250-300 patients per day.  If we have enough pastors, we would also like to plan a pastors’ conference with nightly speakers.   

PREPARATION:

We would like to meet with any church interested in joining the trip prior to the end of 2011, so that we can began to put more detailed plans in place.  Specifically, if you have a missions committee or minister responsible for trips of this type at your church, we would appreciate an opportunity to present this idea to them for their consideration.
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
